Cassava Production in Delta Region 



Cassava Growing Area : 31613 acres ( 12789 ha)/3rd most important crop in delta after paddy & puleses 
Major growing area      : Kyonpyaw, Hintharda, Laymyat-nar  townships 
Average cassava root yield : 14 ton/ha  
Annual root production : about 155000 ton/year 
Annual starch production: about 43400 ton/year 
Cultivation method: Plant cassava with mounts as below ( plant population about 1500-2000 plants /acre)

After getting knowledge from field day, work-shop and group meeting, some farmers start trying to apply 
new knowledge & technology in their field ....in recent years... 



By changing only cultivation practice , Ko Poe Thum ( Mr. Iron) got yield increment from 14 ton/ha to 24 ton/ha.  
But he used only nitrogen fertilizer with the dosage ( 3 bags ( 50kg) per acre).Like him, number of farmers 
adopting new technology are dramatically increase in some area. There is a huge potential to promote the yield in 
the region. But, there still need many researches, trials and activities to help them effectively.

Starch production capacity :  Minimum 1 ton – Maximum 7 ton per day  : Most : 2 ton per day 
About 200 factories in three townships  in Delta region. Normally, 25-50 employees get jobs in each 
factory. 



Processing season is from Jan to First week of April ( about 100 days) due to starch drying is depend 
on the sun drying method. Processing sector  need many activities for development. 



Cassava industry create many job opportunities for rural women to get income for their families.
